This is a concrete step towards delivering environmental 
information to more than 500 million citizens across 
Europe. Currently, it includes information on the water 
quality for more than 21.000 bathing sites across 
Europe.

Globally, in partnership with the Clinton Foundation, 
Microsoft works to create a free internet-based 
application for 40 of the world’s largest cities to measure, 
track, and model ways to reduce their greenhouse gas 
emissions.

Increased investment in research and development 
in Europe must enable and empower scientists and 
engineers to be more involved in joint research projects 
with government and academia. Forming R&D clusters 
can eventually create breakthrough solutions to pressing 
environmental challenges like global climate change. At 
the same time, R&D and technology innovation applied 
to the environment will also regenerate our economy 
towards sustainable jobs and growth.
